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ARCHITECT’S AND ENGINEER’S SPECIFICATIONS

The 2.1 loudspeaker system shall be two miniature line-arrays and a subwoofer.  The miniature line-array speakers shall consist of six (6) 1 in. (25 mm) micro drivers.  The miniature line-array speakers shall provide vertical coverage control of 40 degrees above 1500 Hz.  The speaker enclosures shall be a dark gray color.  The subwoofer shall be a 6.5 in. (165 mm) long-throw 4 ohm woofer.  The subwoofer enclosure shall have seven (7) internal power amplifiers with total power of 58W RMS @ 1% THD (subwoofer = 44W).  The subwoofer enclosure shall be a dark gray color.  
A wired remote control shall have power on/off, master volume, and bass/treble controls with a 1/8” (3.5 mm) stereo aux input and 1/8” (3.5 mm) stereo headphone output.  The system shall have a reset function accessed from the wired remote control.  An included IR remote shall have master volume and bass/treble controls.  The loudspeaker system shall have an operating bandwidth of 32 Hz to 18 kHz and a maximum output of 101 dB SPL.  
Input connectors shall be white (left) and red (right) RCA type.  Each miniature line-array enclosure shall be 14.4 in. (365 mm) tall, 2.5 in. (64 mm) wide, and 1 in. (26 mm) deep.  The subwoofer enclosure shall be 16” (406 mm) tall, 8.5” (216 mm) wide, and 7.9” (198 mm) deep.  The speaker system shall include two pairs of mounting brackets; a universal mount for flat panel displays and a desktop mount.  
The loudspeaker system shall be the Altec Lansing Professional model SLS6221.
